When your completed scholarship application is received in the Career Center, a scholarship file is made for you.  Whenever possible, copies of your application are made and submitted for local scholarship opportunities when you fit specific profiles for GPA, test scores, activities, etc.

Often, an additional application or form is required by scholarship givers.  Your help is needed!!  Please look at scholarship lists, due dates and eligibility requirements.  Submit all required information well before the deadline and due dates.

Some suggestions:

· Present yourself well.  Neatness counts.

· Check your spelling on everything.

· Be sure your name is on each page submitted.

· Submit all requested information, and submit it on time.
· Be prepared to go to the post office for postage and to mail your entries.

Members of scholarship committees read your application and make their decisions according to their own unique criteria.  Selection decisions are made at different times throughout the year.  At some point you may receive an invitation to be interviewed.  The Career Center and your counselor will assist you in every way possible.  Please keep us informed of your progress.

Do not pay to search for or apply for scholarships.  Come to the Career Center as often as you can to look in the “Scholarship Information and Applications” folders.
