History
The Marine Corps Junior ROTC Program was established at Desert Hot Springs High School in the Palm Springs Unified School District during 2000.  DHSHS possesses the only Marine Corps JROTC Program in the Coachella Valley.

The Marine cadets have won the "Superintendent's Trophy" for Best JROTC Program within the school district for the last five years.  Headquarters Marine Corps designated Desert Hot Springs as a "Naval Honor School" in both 2005 and 2007.  This distinction is only awarded to the top 20% of Marine JROTC Programs nationwide.
